•Uses input from Dialogue meetings, technical 

working groups, advisory committees and the 

general public (during public comment periods)  

•This is your Steering Committee and your 

Dialogue – together you create results



Committee members commit time and 
(potentially) money 

•Time

•Approx. 2 in-person meetings/year

•Approx. 6 phone meetings/year 

•Respond to e-mail messages in a timely fashion

•Help implement outreach strategy

• Money

•Cost of hiring consultants to conduct research on behalf of the 

FTAD, if it is determined such research/consultancy is needed
