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In 2007, with support from the MacArthur Foundation, EFN awarded a conservation workshop grant
to the Asian Turtle Program (ATP) to train young conservationists in turtle conservation in Vietnam.
Collaborating with the Cleveland Metroparks Zoo, their approach included three phases: university
presentations to engage local students, a practical field course, and collaborative research projects
conducted by the students with guidance from ATP and national park personnel. The field research
focused on two endemic and critically endangered turtle species, the Vietnamese Flowerback box
turtle (Cuora bourreti) and Vietnamese Pond Turtle (Mauremys annamensis). The students conducted
their research in Quang Nam, Quang Ngai, Binh Dinh, Da Nang and Kon Tum Provinces.

After making several presentations at local universities, ATP conducted a two-week long tortoise
and freshwater turtle field skill training course in Cuc Phuong National Park. Twenty students were
involved in the training course and learned skills including an introduction to the Asian turtle crisis,
turtle ecology, species identification, conducting interview and field survey, map reading, and GPS.
The training was conducted at the Turtle Conservation
Centre, which keeps over 1,000 individual turtles
representing 16 species that were confiscated from illegal
wildlife traders.

Six of these training participants went on to complete
research projects. Le Thanh Dung from Vinh University
conducted field surveys over 22 days in Pu Huong Nature
Reserve in Nghe An province and documented five turtle
species, including three endangered and one critically
endangered species. The most significant outcome of this
research was the ability to observe the Indochinese box turtle
in the wild, a critically endangered and increasingly rare
species threatened by illegal trade.

Tran Thi Anh Huong, a student from Da Nang University,
conducted interviews and field surveys in Son Tra Nature
Reserve. While studying local markets, she discovered 55

Cong, participant in ATP training,

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turtles of six species being sold, three of which were critically endangered and endemic Vietnamese pond turtles. Huong and her team captured
six turtles within the reserve, most of which are native species, including the endangered elongated tortoise, Chinese stripe necked turtle, and

red-eared slider, a North American species common in the pet trade.

Pham Song Hao, also from Da Nang University, conducted a short interview-based survey in the mountainous Ba Na Nature Reserve,
uncovering seven turtles, including two critically endangered and the endemic Bourret’s box turtles. Bouret’s box turtles are a priority species
for conservation and the valuable information collected during from this research project helped identify Ba Na as a protected area where

turtle conservation efforts need to be implemented.

Two students, Nguyen Thu Thuy from Hanoi National University and Nguyen Van Trong from

Xuan Mai Forestry College, undertook an ambitious interview-based survey, covering thousands of
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kilometers in Binh Dinh and Phu Yen Provinces. They conducted over 170 interviews and observed
more than 160 turtles being sold including species protected under national law. Their rapid survey
was intended to confirm the presence of two critically endangered and endemic turtle species, the
Vietnamese pond turtle and Bourret’s box turtle in these provinces. With the information collected,
they were able to identify the likely habitat for both species and these sites are now a priority for the
conservation of these species.

Three of these students completed their university thesis based on their research findings and

three are now involved in additional turtle studies. Due to the collaborative efforts of ATP,
universities, national parks, and EFN, Vietnam now has a dedicated and well-trained corps of young
conservationists poised to take the lead in turtle conservation well into the future.
